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Where are you now? ——

We have received a numbe of concerned messages as to our current safety, both in thelight of arecent
outbreak of Ebola Haemorrhagic Fever in western Ugandaand aso in the aftermath of the Kenyan elections
We elected to fundour own return to the UK to see our children for Christmas which, it would seem, was a
serendipitouschoice. Currently, | am writing thisfrom thereative safety of the UK. Our return to Kenyahas
been deferred as the school, dueto thecivil unrest, pogponeal the start of term for aweek. Theknodk-on
problemsin Ugandaare related to fud shortages, as all fud istankered in by road throughKenya Pricesin
Kampaa have escalated fourfold, and outin thesticks there isn®much fud to be had. There are around
250000interndly displaced Kenyans according to the press and many have crossed the UgandaKenyaborder
to keep clear of theurrest. So for thetime being, it would seem better to stay put

Therecent Ebola outbreak had a case fatality rate of around25% amongs the 149 confirmed infections which
regrettably induded some deasthsin medical and nursing workers of the hogital where the outbreak began. This
was anew strain appaently, and hence, althoughthe outbreak started at the end of Augud was notformally
identified until after the CHOGM (Commonwealth Heads of Government Meeting) at the end of November (!7?)
According to some we have spoken to in the UK, the CHOGM did not get high profile onthe news over here.
The Ebola outbreak was being contained, athoughwe heard that there was a heightened state of anxiety
countywide as some deaths occurred in medical facilitiesin Kampda and preparationswere made at Kisiizi in
the event of any cases arriving. Having written some of these preparatory missives for the hogital in 2000
when there was another outbreak in the county, we were well aware of thefear this sort of illness can generate
amongd thelocal popubusas well as health care workers. Back then, | remembea onemembe of staff going to
see apotential case wearing an anorak, (which could be hosed down afterwards), wellingtons glovesand a
paper mask! No fancy biohazard suits tha you can see on press clipsrecently. It was hopel tha the outbreak
was ove, butl read tha afurther ninecases had been identified near to theorigind outbreak centre which has
putthe ongoing surveillance system back on alert. Thefud shortages as aresult of thecivil unrest in Kenya
have hampered monitoring of the area according to Ugandan nationd press reports. | took the decision to cancel
all electivesto Kisiizi for thetime beng and ask those who are dueto come later in theyear to keep an eye on
thestuaion. It would beallittle difficult getting there at the moment anyhow! Having cordoned off a couple of
weeks next July/Augus in the guesthous to allow space for visitors to the proposd 50" Celebrations, 1@n told
tha the event has been moved to aweekend in November. | would suggest tha if any of you are proposngto
attend that you deal directly with the Dr Tonny Tumwesigye, Medical Supeintendent, contactable at
kisiizihogital @yahoocom.

So we have avoided the commotion of CHOGM, the Ebola outbreak and the problems in Kenyathusfar.
Reports out of Kisizi are tha despite thefud shortagesit is busness as best as can be unde the circumstances.

Our last piece of news may come as a shodk and disappointment for some.
After nearly eight years of service at Kisiizi, dueto avariety of reasons our
time there isdrawingto a close.

It is our hope abeit subject to some issues not
necessarily within our control, to persondly thank you for the prayerful andfinanda suppot, interest and
kindness you have given to usduring our time at Kisiizi and encourage and make recommendaionsabouthow
this suppot can befurther ussfully employed. Please do not suddenly stop your suppot, butwe hopeinforming
you nhow will give you an oppottunity to take stock and consder in the months ahead how and where you would
like the suppot you giveto go.
